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Wishing Toppy
All The Best

This year's Big Red Boosters
Club salute gocs to a a familiar
face who will be missing from the
South Point scene this year.

John "Toppy” Hayes, who first
was a teacher and a coach at old
Belmont High School starting in
1958, has lcft South Point as prin-
cipal after 35 years in this arca.

Toppy, who has been a strong
supporter of young people all his
life, has moved to the central office
in Gastonia as the new school non-
violence coordinator. He was prin-
cipal at Catawba Heights for two
years, at North Belmont for nine
years, and at Belmont Junior High
for seven years. He served for cight
years at South Point.

He has donc much in the way of
community service in Belmont and
will continue as president of the
Belmont Community Organization
(BCO). A 1992 Citizen of the Year
in Belmont, he came here in 1958
with his wife, the former Martha
House of Wilson.

After attending Bragton Prep in
Durham, Hayes attended East
Carolina University, where he was
a track and football standout. He is
also a Korcan War veteran.

Hayes coached basketball for 10
years in Belmont and became the
winningest coach in Red Raider
cage history, compiling a 132-57
record and several conference
championships.

"When you've been in the coach-
ing, teaching, and administrative
ficld for 35 ycars, it's not casy to
say goodbye,” Toppy says. "I'll
miss the kids and the staff. Tt will
definitely be a new experience for
me."

When Toppy first came to
Belmont with his bride, they
looked so freshly-scrubbed that
many mistook them for high school
students.

On his first day as a teacher and
coach at old Belmont High, onc of
the women teachers saw him in the
hall and said, "Son, would you
please take that big box of text-
books up to my classroom.”

The new teacher gladly obliged,
and he's done a lot for others ever
since. It had actually started when
he was a teenager. He began carly
in life rendering assistance to those
in nced. As a teenager, he gave of
his time in working with children.

Later, as a college student ex-
celling in both academics and ath-
letics, he still found time to sur-
round himself with projects that
served the needs of disadvantaged
children. Following graduation and
centering the professional job mar-
ket, he united with civic organiza-
tions and gave of his time on week-

ends in programs scrving young
people.

The pattern of giving of himself
has continued, his life organized
around scrvice to others. He is a
person who gets things done and
makes possible new degrees of ser-
vice to the community. He has that
special quality of sclf-investment,
always rising to the opportunity.

He has served for the past 13
years as head of the BCO, always
making himself available to meet
the nced of others. He does much
of the manual labor himself, giving
of his cnergy and his personal
cquipment. Through his involve-
ment with the BCO, his contribu-
tions as a powerful motivator and a
quict achiever are uncqualed.

Horace Mann, called by many
the father of our American public
school system, once said, "Be
ashamed to dic until you have won
some victory for humanity."

When he was named Citizen of
the Year in 1992, a friend, fcllow
Kiwanian David Robinson, said of
Toppy, "Tonight we honor one who
has won many victorics through his
extraordinary contributions to scrv-
ing others and improving the quali-
ty of life for the young people of
this city, and certainly those citi-
zens with special needs.”

Hayes is a member of Ebenezer
United Mcthodist Church. He and
his wife have two grown children,
Buddy and Julic.

Athletic Dircctor  Mickey
Lincberger paid Hayes the follow-
ing tribute in The Belmont Banner:
"We've been lucky to have had
him. Hc's a caring person. He cares
about people. He's taken people
who didn't have much of a chance
of making it under his wing and
pulled them through. More than
once I've scen him pull $2 out of
his pocket so some student could
cat lunch, or give kids rides home
from school.

"We're going to miss a man who
really cared about the kids and who
was loyal to his teachers. Tt didn't
matter whether a kid was upper
class, lower class, black or white,
they always got cqual treatment
and cqual opportunity.

"He affected a lot of lives of
coaches, teachers, and countless
thousands of kids who have gone
through the school system. He's
gone full cycle in his dutics, and
now he takes on a new challenge.
He will be successful in his new

job because he has successfully
met to many challenges all his
life."

When Toppy and Martha came
to Belmont in 1958, he owned a '50
Plymouth and two degrees. They
had one suitcase and slept on the
floor that first night in town.

Thirty-cight years later, they
would be welcome in any home in
Belmont. And Toppy still wonders
what cver happened to that '50
Plymouth.
