17 out of 20 of the 2014-2015 varsity athletic teams were named Scholar Athlete teams by
the NCHSAA for maintaining an unweighted 3.1 or above GPA.

All of the 2014-2015 South Point athletic teams had an average unweighted GPA of 3.3069.
The South Point football team was a Scholar Athlete team for the second year in a Tow.

We had 244 varsity student athletes. Of that number 213 or 87% were Scholar Athletes,
maintaining a 3.5 or above weighted GPA.

The South Point senior athletes
earned $598,000 in athletic scholarship money
earned $4,134,116 in academic scholarship money
earned $4,732,116 in total scholarship money
The Chief Junior Marshal and 6 of the 12 junior marshals were student athletes.

Last year’s valedictorian and salutatorian were both student athletes.

South Point has another academic recognition for its athletes- the South Point Academic
All Conference Red Raider Team. There is a fall sports team and a winter/ spring sports
team. These athletes must be named an All Conference Player, have an unweighted GPA
during that sport semester, have no infractions, and a maximum 5 excused absences.

The members of the fall Academic All Conference Red Raider team are Kayla Karr,
Morgan Mahaffey, Grace Russell, Samanta Telsrow, and Aurora Ziemer. The winter/spring
sports team has not been announced yet, but will be recognized at the Sept. 11th game
versus West Charlotte.
